I am pleased to report we had another success-
ful bonsai exhibit at the 2011 Indiana State Fair. 
This years event was divided into 2 sessions 
spanning 12 days. By having the 2 sessions, 
any given bonsai was on display a maximum of 
6 days, thus minimizing the stress upon the 

plant.  

Session 1, Evergreen and Deciduous Bonsai, 
was judged by Dana Quattlebaum, owner of Lit-
tle River Bonsai Nursery. Session 2, Tropical 
and Indigenous Bonsai, was judged by Mike 
Scheid from the Greater Cincinnati Bonsai Soci-
ety. They both did an excellent job and we en-

joyed their presence.  

The four Bonsai Vendors, Mark Fields, Bob Hoy, 
Scott Yelich and Rich Stepien reported sales 
slightly over $3000. Still not a large number of 
sales but the number increases each year so 

hopefully in the futureéééé. 

This year we had 69 entries from 8 cities includ-
ing Indianapolis, Richmond, Greenwood, South 
Bend, Elkhart, Bloomington, Westfield and 
Brownsburg. The 37 entries in Session 1 pretty
