My suggesti on,
a hurry. Let your semi-hardy or
hardy bonsai go through a couple of
good frosts or freezes before you
put them away. Remember what we
said in last months IBC program.
The cooler temperatures and shorter
days will start you trees going dor-
mant. Your semi-hardy or hardy tree
is not in danger of harm until the
temperature goes below 23 degrees
F.

That being said | best briefly de-
scribe the four groups of hardiness:

1) Group 1, tropical's, includes,
but is not limited to Ficus, Button-
woods, Black Olives, Bougainvillea,
Serissa, etc. These are all sensitive
to temperatures below 50 degrees F
and need to be indoors by now.

2) The second group, sub-
tropical's, includes Citrus, Pome-
granate and Olives. Shohin bonsai
are included in this group as they
are very susceptible to damage due
to their small pots and limited
soil. These species benefit from a
period of cold but not to freezing
temperatures.

3) Group 3 includes anything not
guite hardy in ¢

4) Finally, these are the easy
ones. Hardy to anything. Pines,
Larch, Junipers, Amur Maple, Box-
wood, Apple, Yew, etc. These trees
could be left outside with no protec-
tion and most likely would survive. I,
however recommend insulation for
roots and protection from the wind
as a minimum.

Be sure to spray ALL your trees with
an insecticide and possibly a fungi-
cide before bringing them inside or
putting them into storage. Also clean
any leaves or debris from the soill
surface as this is an invitation to in-
sects and disease.

Should you fertilize your trees now?

Remember to check your bonsai oc-
casionally while they are in storage.

barely moist, not soaked.

And finally, one last reminder: If you
have Pines or Junipers you are plan-
ning on wiring and have not yet got-
ten to it, do not let them freeze in the
ground. Believe me; they are very,
very hard to get out of frozen earth.
